The
contractor will also help CISA research and evaluate systems required by the government.

The U.S. Army’s ongoing Understanding IT Enterprise Solutions - 4 Service contract aims to procure
cutting-edge technology from industry to support IT systems. This multiple-award,
indefinite-delivery/indefinite-quantity contract vehicle covers the areas of automation, cloud,

business process reengineering, cybersecurity services and more. The total ceiling value is $12.1
billion.

The Department of Energy is currently using its ClIO Business Operation Support Services contract
vehicle to obtain IT transformation services from several contractors. Specific focus areas include
Infrastructure and shared services, cybersecurity, general IT support and telecommunications.
